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Abstract

This study aimed to analyse students’ perceptions of traditional and modern teaching aids used in the
Department of Arabic Language and Literature at International Islamic University Malaysia (IIUM) and which
teaching aids they preferred. This study used the descriptive survey method where a questionnaire
consisting of 36 items was used to gain the data from the participants. 30 students from third and fourth
year students of Arabic Language and Literature responded to the questionnaire. The results showed that
students' perceptions for both traditional and modern teaching aids were in the high range (M=3.86 and
M=4.15, respectively), according to the five-point Likert scale indicating good perception for both of them.
Lastly, the paper comes to a conclusion by stating that students prefer modern teaching aids over traditional
ones.
